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Radon is a radioactive gas found
naturally in the environment.

Itis also the second leading cause of
lung cancer, after smoking. Radon
also has no colour, odour, or taste.
The only way to know if your home
has radon is to test for it.

Health Canada recommends that
every home should be tested, no
matter where it is located, the type
of building, or if it already has a
mitigation system.
